	Children have the opportunity to use a variety of materials for sculpting and experiment with joining and constructing. They begin to use the correct vocabulary associated with sculpting and construction to demonstrate their understanding of the skill.

They experiment with joining and construction, asking and answering questions such as, ‘How can it go higher?’ Children begin to understand more about decorating sculptures and adding expression through texture. They use a variety of tools to support the learning of techniques and to add detail.

	Textiles

	Children have the opportunity to look at and practise a variety of techniques, e.g. weaving, dyeing and plaiting. They explore which textiles are best to use and produce the best result.
Children will also explore decorating and embellishing their textiles to add detail, colour and effect.

	Children begin to explore different techniques involved in drawing such as shading, thick and thin lines, patterns and shapes as well as using different surfaces to draw on. Children are also exposed to using different materials to draw with such as pencils, felt tips, charcoal, crayons, chalk and pastels.

	3D - the use of natural and man-made materials to create something three dimensional
	In KS1, the children use practical resources and materials to create 3D artforms. They use glue and weaving techniques to hold their forms together.
	In LKS2, children use 3D in other forms. They should learn how to use line and shading to create a 3D image. They also begin to use the resources and materials to form templates for their 3D artforms.
	In UKS2, the children create 3D artforms by using a range of materials and using more intricate methods of weaving for specific 3D purposes.
Children also deepen their knowledge of what they use to create 3D artforms my manipulating materials such as wire to create shapes before sculpting.

	Pattern
	Pattern – a repeating pattern used in different art forms.
	In KS1, children explore patterns practically by looking at how shapes can be arranged to create physical patterns and then using patterns they have physically created to print with.
	 In LKS2, children become more familiar with intricate patterns. The learn how to create pictures using patterns on artforms such as textiles and mosaics.
	IN UPKS2, their use of pattern once again becomes more intricate. Children now start to use a variety of media to create patterns. They also start to use their ideas for patterns to create larger scale pieces that are intended to create a particular mood or feel.

	Expression
	Expression – the use of art to show thoughts and feelings.
	Children start to understand how ideas are developed through processes. Children build up resilience to getting things wrong and trying again. Children practise and share their learning and skills with others, receive and offer feedback to improve.
