History: Our topic is the Industrial Revolution. The children will be learning about the legacy of the industrial revolution and how this is a significant change in the history of the UK
Geography: During our geography lessons, we will be learning about how Reading has changed over time.
Computing:  The children will be learning about Internet safety as well as learning about and producing websites. 


Art: The children will be choosing and joining a variety of materials to make sculptures. 
Reading: 
In reading sessions this term, we will be focusing on our reading skills of vocabulary, inference, prediction, explanation, retrieval and summarising. (VIPERS). We will be using these skills to unpick whole class texts including Percy Jackson and the Lightning Thief and Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone by J.K.Rowling.







Religious Education: In RE this term we will be focusing on different Christian pilgrimages 


PSHE: This term, the children will be considering: Does everyone have bad feelings? Is medicine always okay?  


Physical Education: In PE this term, the children will be learning netball and hockey. 

Music:  This term the children will be learning how to perform and create an ostinato. 

Science: 
In Science this term, the children will be investigating electricity, learning about, building and fixing different circuits. In addition, we will be learning about animals and their habitats. 


French: During French this term, the children will be learning about French numbers, calendars and birthdays. 

Design Technology: Exploring the concept of mindfulness and writing design criteria to develop a programmed product for timing a mindful moment
Mathematics: 
In mathematics this term, we will be learning how to multiply and divide using formal written methods. In addition, we will cover area of rectangles, fractions and introduce the children to decimal numbers. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Overarching to this curriculum is a strong knowledge of times tables. It is imperative that all children in Year 4 have quick recall of times tables up to 12x12. We will continue daily TTRS in school and this will continue to be set as homework each week. 












English: 
This term the children will be studying legends with a focus on Bedd Gelert. They will be writing their own versions considering changes they could make. In addition, they will be writing producing journalistic writing as well as explanation texts. This writing will be in the context of our whole class text, Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone. We will continue our work on speech punctuation, different ways to describe and fronted adverbials. 
 
Throughout the term we will be learning the Year 3/4 National Curriculum spelling words as well as new spelling rules. 
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
