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Lunchtime sports clubs 









Increase in local sports competitions and increasing the profile of sport







Being part of West Berkshire School Sport Network 


Lunchtime sports clubs had a large intake of pupils each week, including pupils who had shown minimal interest in the sport before. Pupils were committed to the clubs and a number of pupils then joined sports clubs outside of school to further their development in the sport. 


Pupils were excited to go to sports competitions and came to lunchtime clubs/after school clubs to help improve the skills needed for those competitions. A large percentage of pupils across KS2 took part in at least one sports competition throughout the year. 

Links made with other schools to arrange friendly matches as well as increase in sport competition opportunities. PE lead was given the opportunity to attend CPD to further develop their skills.

Implementation

Attend local sports competitions as well as host intra school competitions which are run and supported by Year 6 pupils. Invite children to express their interest towards which sport competitions they might like to take part in. 

Purchase new footballs and netballs, as well as a spring board for gymnastics. 


Provide specialist sports coaches where staff members are not confident to run a club for the chosen sport. Staff with confidence and skills in a specific sport to lead a club. 


Year 6 children to be given the opportunity to become play leaders and run lunchtime clubs. Sports lead to listen to new ideas from the Year 6 children as to how the profile of sport can be raised within school. 
Aim for every child to take part in an inter/intra school sports competition at least once throughout the year. 


Ensure we have the correct and suitable sports equipment to support our PE curriculum. 

Continue to run lunchtime and after-school sports clubs which align with sports being covered in the curriculum as well as sports which are not explicitly taught within our curriculum. 

Encourage more leadership and engagement from Year 6 pupils to help raise the profile of sport in school.

A record will be kept to show which children took part in intra and inter school competitions. 

Pupil voice surveys at the end of the year to see what sports they have taken part in throughout the year and whether they have enjoyed them. 




A record will be kept of pupils attending lunchtime and after-school clubs as well as taking part in inter and intra competitions. 

Records taken of the number of lunchtime activities run by Year 6 pupils and who is running the activities. 
A large percentage of children across the school to attend inter-school competitions as well as 95% of pupils across the school to take part in intra-school competitions. 

Teachers will have the correct equipment for their PE lessons meaning pupils can effectively take part in the lesson and learning goals can be achieved. New and exciting equipment can also motivate the children as they may not have used some of it before. Pupils will experience a wider range of sports because they have access to the correct equipment. 

More pupils meeting their daily physical activity goal, more pupils encouraged to take part in sports activities. More girls engaged in sport. 

Pupils develop their leadership skills whilst also encouraging more pupils to take part in sports activities. Pupils achievements both inside and outside of school are celebrated, giving them positive experiences linked to sports.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In the survey at the beginning of the year only a small number of children (2/3) did not have a single sporting event which they were interested in taking part in. During our Winter House Sports all of Year 5 and 6 took part in either Rugby or Hockey matches, only 4 Year 3 and 4 children chose not to take part in either Rugby or Hockey matches.
